This term, pupils will consolidate 

number composition. They will 

explore what comes after and what 

comes before. They will continue to 

use maths in daily continuous 

provision: counting, measuring, 

sorting, matching and sequencing.  

 

NL: Focus on the Bible and 

Mary 

The unit will develop the 

children’s knowledge experience 

of the Bible and Mary being the 

mother of Jesus. 

Children will continue to learn our 

daily prayers and participate in 

class prayer services regularly. 

 

 

We use Little Wandle Foundations for Phonics 

to teach phonemic awareness and oral blending 

in a fun and age-appropriate way. Children 

learn to identify initial sounds of words and the 

names of objects. Our focus sounds will be ck x 

sh th ng nk. Children will use oral blending to 

blend a wider range of CVC words and will 

begin to identify the final sounds of words and
