At the end of Year 6, English school children sit national tests in Reading, Maths and 
Spelling, punctuation and grammar (SPAG). These tests are both set and marked externally, 
and the results are used to measure the school’s performance (for example, through 
reporting to Ofsted and published league tables).

This year, the SATS will take place in school between Monday 11th May and Thursday 14th 
May 2026. 
 

Date Assessment Paper 

Monday 11th May 2026 English grammar, punctuation and spelling 
(GPS) papers 1 and 2  

Tuesday 12th May 2026 English reading paper 

Wednesday 13th May 2026 Mathematics papers 1 (arithmetic) and 2 
(reasoning) 

Thursday 14th  May 2026 Mathematics paper 3 (reasoning) 

 
Although these are formal tests, they will be conducted in a manner which supports the 
well-being of the children. The children will be well-prepared through normal classroom 
teaching and they will be used to the style of questions that they are likely to be asked.  
 
The best way to support your child is to ensure that they attend school every day and arrive 
on time, complete their homework, read daily and have plenty of sleep. Some parents have 
purchased the CGP books which are a useful tool for extra revision at home if parents wish 
to use these.
